TEACHING METHODOLOGY

categorizacion de cada una de ellas. Las clases presenciales seran, pues tedrico- practicas; las
explicaciones gramatical es serdn mayoritariamente inductivas: a partir de una breve exposicion del
profesor o profesora se trabajarén ejemplos de uso sobre los que se reflexionara. Se ofrecerén a
estudiante actividades préacticas de discusion sobre la natural eza de determinadas categorias gramaticales.
En concreto, realizara actividades breves durante las clases y una actividad més extensa, apoyada con el
trabajo no presencial, que desarrollard en grupo y expondré en clase.

L as actividades no presenciales del estudiante suponen entre el 60 % del volumen de trabgjo de la materia
y equivalen a 3,6 créditos ECTS (90 horas). Esta tarea personal comprende la elaboracion de un trabajo
en grupo que se expondra en clase al final de curso y que se entregara por escrito, oportunamente
estructurado y refrendado por la bibliografia que seleccionara con ayuda de la profesora o profesor.
Asimismo, se realizaran tareas individuales de resolucion de problemas y se preparara el examen final (o
los parciales) con laayudade labibliografia, en especial, con la de carécter obligatorio. Parallevar acabo
estas tareas, |0s estudiantes realizaran tutorias periddicas con el profesor. Todo €l trabajo sefialado,
ademés de la consulta bibliogréficay lalectura critica de trabaj os gramatical es, supone en el estudiante el
fomento de un espiritu reflexivo, laimplicacién activa del estudiante en €l proceso de construccion de sus
conoci mientos gramatical es.
