SUMMARY

Despite the complexity and diversity of family forms and rel ationships and despite the many changes that
have taken place and are in the household, the family still constitutes the largest network of relationships
and source of support, remains for most people one of the most valued aspects of life and is one of the
main determinants of psychosocial adjustment of the individual.

This course examines the difficulties generated by the definition of family, epistemological approaches
that fit the theoretical developmentsin thisfield aswell asthe vision of the family to assume the various
theoretical alternatives. This underlines the idea that family theories shape the way we think about it,
what we see, how we interpret that knowledge and the way we use the information in decisions affecting
family life. These theoretical perspectives are used to analyze various processes of family interaction and
parental socialization processes, the determinants of parental behavior, the child abuse or violencein
intimate relationships.

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TEACHING METHODOLOGY

The course is taught using active and participative methodol ogy, using various teaching resources: the
lecture, audiovisual materials, seminars, individual and group exhibitions of students, etc. ..
