SUMMARY

-  La asignatura de Informativos de televisión y técnicas y presentación es una materia obligatoria que se 
oferta a los alumnos de Grado de Periodismo en tercer curso. En el, el estudiante analizará los diversos 
formatos con los que los periodistas comunican los contenidos en los programas informativos. Se ha de 
conseguir la competencia, autoridad y credibilidad en el momento de elaborar los contenidos de la 
comunicación en televisión.
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El objetivo es que el estudiante obtenga una base teórica y unas herramientas prácticas que le permitan 
profundizar en las estructuras en las que se organiza la transmisión de la información audiovisual. Por 
tanto se estudia el proceso de elaboración de las noticias y las formas en que es visualiza la presencia del 
periodista. Se trabajan las estructuras de las informaciones en directo, de la escritura y montaje de los 
materiales que se emiten en diferido y el tratamiento del lenguaje adaptado a las características del 
audiovisual.

En la asignatura se pretende profundizar en la personalidad de la comunicación oral y en el 
aprovechamiento de los recursos en el periodismo televisivo. Los alumnos trabajan la parte técnica de la 
producción de la voz para poder desarrollar la solvencia como comunicadores
