SUMMARY

From a primarily theoretical and self-reflective approach, we study in this modul e the most relevant
structures and dynamics in contemporary society and address its economical, political and cultural
dimensions. Within this complex and heterogeneous framework, priority will be given to issues linked to
social communication, digital audiovisua system and information technologies. From this point of view,
the module is designed as a task of reworking theoretical and critical foundations of society that will
allow the student to articulate knowledge from both specialised and fragmentary wisdom they will need
to apply in other first and second cycle subjects.

1. Information society

In this unit basic concepts of the subject are introduced. It also takes the opportunity to build the concept
of today's information society and give the characteristics that differentiate it from other models of the
past.

2. Social reality as a communication construct

In connection to the previous unit, we make an approach to advertising, propaganda and political
speeches in order to characterise contemporary societies, shaped by flows of communication and
information.

3. Mass Society and Modernity

Today's society is the result of a historical process that significantly begins in a historical period called
Modernity. The aim of this unit is to relate the key concepts of modernity and connect them with the
current world.

4. Globalisation

This is the phenomenon laying in the background of the discussions and debates of the century. In this
unit we will approach and describe the main features of globalisation and its implications for the global
life on the planet.
