SUMMARY

Methods and Techniquesin Social Research is one of the 3 subjects that make up the core subject
Sociology, included in the module Processes and Problems of Social Work. The subject is compulsory
and worth 10.5 ECTS credits. It takes place during the whole third academic year (4.5 creditsin the first
quarter and 6 in the second quarter).

The content of the subject is essential for the training of students since it provides operational knowledge
on the different research methods and techniques of Social Sciences, especially their application on Social
Work. Social Work requires a deeper knowledge in order to fulfil their main objective: intervention and
social evaluation to cope with social needs. Research not only provides reflection prior to acting but also
during and after intervention, which is especially useful given that it allows the social worker to generate
his’her own theories and methodol ogies from analysis and practical reflection.

Likewise, the content of this subject contributes to a comprehensive training of professional social
workers not only regarding practical performance but also concerning knowledge and critical analysis of
the environment they work in.
