tanto en espafiol como en catalan. La persona con este nivel de competencia:
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es capaz de comprender una amplia variedad de textos extensos y con cierto nivel de exigencia, asi como
reconocer en ellos sentidos implicitos. Sabe expresarse de forma fluida y espontanea sin muestras muy
evidentes de esfuerzo para encontrar la expresién adecuada. Puede hacer un uso flexibley efectivo del
idioma para fines social es, académicos y profesionales. Puede producir textos claros, bien estructurados
y detallados sobre temas de cierta complegjidad, mostrando un uso correcto de |os mecanismos de
organizacion, articulacién y cohesion del texto (MCER 2002: 26).
