En estos dos bloques se presta especia atencién alainterrelacion de las capacidades de lecturay escritura
asi como al planteamiento de tareas significativas en aulas diversificadas, de forma que seimplique alos
alumnos en la autorregulacion del aprendizaje. Se atiende asimismo alaidentificacidn y prevencion de
las dificultades que plantea €l aprendizaje de lalengua escrita.
