SUMMARY

El aprendizaje de la lectura y la escritura es uno de los objetivos básicos de la educación obligatoria y, en 
consecuencia, constituye una materia en que se deben formar adecuadamente los estudiantes de 
Magisterio. Con este objetivo, la propuesta didáctica para la enseñanza-aprendizaje de la lectura y la 
escritura se formula desde una perspectiva amplia en que se consideran los planteamientos teóricos y 
prácticos vigentes en el estado actual de conocimientos. Se proporcionan estrategias y recursos para la 
enseñanza- aprendizaje del sistema alfabético de escritura y de los aspectos textuales propios de un 
enfoque comunicativo y funcional, siempre en el marco de la escuela inclusiva y plurilingüe que la 
sociedad requiere.
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El primer bloque de contenidos enmarca la asignatura en relación con el concepto actual de alfabetización 
y con el conocimiento del currículo, como marco legislativo de la Educación Primaria.

El segundo bloque se centra en el periodo de alfabetización inicial, comprendido entre los tres y los ocho 
años generalmente, desde las aportaciones que sustentan la perspectiva funcional (importancia del uso, 
noción de conciencia fonológica…), sin olvidar la revisión de los llamados métodos de lectura.

El tercer bloque, por su parte, aborda la enseñanza de la comprensión lectora y de la composición escrita 
más allá del periodo del aprendizaje inicial, atendiendo a la necesidad de desarrollar estas capacidades en 
relación con textos de géneros diversos, con finalidades diferentes y progresivamente más complejos.

En estos dos bloques se presta especial atención a la interrelación de las capacidades de lectura y escritura 
así como al planteamiento de tareas significativas en aulas diversificadas, de forma que se implique a los 
alumnos en la autorregulación del aprendizaje. Se atiende asimismo a la identificación y prevención de 
las dificultades que plantea el aprendizaje de la lengua escrita.
