Por otra parte, tenemos |os deportes tradicionales y los alternativos; todos ellos tendran cabidaen la
asignatura con las modificaciones correspondientes para adaptar| os a las necesidades de la etapa de
Primaria. En general, |os deportes seran tratados desde |os €l ementos tacticos comunes, el aprendizaje
comprensivo y con una fuerte consideracion de los valores y la educacion.

Desde el punto de vista organizativo y metodol 6gico, en la asignatura se combinaran las sesiones
impartidas por €l profesor y aguellas disefiadas y dirigidas por el alumnado, tanto en las instalaciones del
centro como en otros contextos previamente establecidos. Ademas, se primara el uso de estrategias
metodol 6gi cas activas, como la resolucion de problemas o € aprendizaje cooperativo. La evaluacion
combinara procesos participativos, como la autoevaluacion o la evaluacion por pares, y procesos de
evaluacion formativa.
