De unamaneraclaray préctica, basandose principal mente en los conocimientos aportados por la
fisiologiay lafisiopatologia, la asignatura aborda | os contenidos agrupados bajo una doble perspectiva, €l
modelo enfermero y el modelo biomédico, para que el alumnado obtenga unavision integral de las
alteraciones de salud de las personas adultas y pueda evaluar, planificar y disefiar intervenciones
especificas que le permitan atender los problemas de salud de las personas adultas.
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De esta manera, la asignatura Enfermeria M édico-Quirargica | constituye el primer contacto del/a
estudiante con laclinicay ofrece unavision global y sistematizada de |a persona enferma, mediante e
estudio de diferentes problemas de salud de indole médico, que requieren intervencion enfermera, en el
marco del gjercicio profesional que la sociedad demanda.

En la asignatura se estudian también, de manera destacada | os diferentes aspectos que integran la
problemética del enfermo cronico, tanto desde la definicion de la enfermedad crénica, determinantesy
caracteristicas clinicas de las patol ogias crénicas predominantes, como desde laimportancia del control
clinico, atencion alafamilia, educacion para los autocuidados, atencion alacalidad de viday cuidados
paliativos. También se abordan aspectos rel acionados con las redes de apoyo social y |0s recursos sociales
y sanitarios para estos pacientesy familiares.

Laestructura general de los contenidos comprende: a) estudio de las alteraciones de salud del adulto de
mayor relevancia en el &mbito de los problemas médicos, sus manifestaciones y necesidades de cuidado
derivadas de los mismos, b) andlisis de |os datos recogidos en la valoracion, ¢) priorizacion de los
problemas del pacientey familia. d) seleccidn de las intervenciones encaminadas atratar o prevenir los
problemas derivados de las desviaciones de salud €) establecimiento y gecucion del plan de cuidados y
evaluacion.

Para mejorar la comprension de los contenidos y adquisicién de las competencias, la asignatura tiene un
caracter tedrico-practico, lo gue permite complementar laformacion tedricaimpartida en el aula con
aspectos que se desarrollan mediante model os anatémicos y equipos de simulacién, como familiarizar a
alumnado con las herramientas y habilidades fundamentales del trabajo clinico y el fomento del trabgjo
en equipo.

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- Learn about palliative care and pain control in order to provide care that alleviates the situation of the
terminally ill.
