LaOMS, en su informe Salud paratodos en € siglo XXI, advierte que la persistencia de |os problemas de
pobrezay desigualdad ocasiona el deterioro de los estilos de vida, €l aumento delaviolenciay €l
debilitamiento de la cohesion social. Esta cohesion social se ve mas mermada si cabe, por lanula
participacion de las ciudadanas y 10s ciudadanos en latoma de decisiones en los procesos de planificacion
de la salud de forma concreta, y de forma general, por lainexistencia de una planificacion territorial
estratégica.
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También, laactual reformadel sector publico, que involucra nuevas directrices. descentralizacion,
privatizacion, mayor énfasis en la eficiencia (hacer mas con menos) y efectividad, pero dejando de lado la
participacion ciudadana en la toma de decisiones sobre esta reforma, y olvidandose del principio de la
gobernanza tan promulgado por la Unidn Europea, hace necesario que el conocimiento sobre el
Desarrollo Comunitario sea fundamental.

Con el proposito de hacer frente atodos estos y otros desafios de orden mundial, la comunidad
internacional, através de la OMS, aprobd la denominada politica de Salud paratodos en €l siglo XXI. En
ella se plantean estrategias de actuacion sostenible econdmica, social, politicay cientificamente, cuya
implantacion comprende, entre otras estrategias la que hace referenciaa: "Un proceso de desarrollo
sanitario participativo, que implique alos agentes relevantes en materia de salud atodos los niveles
—hogar, centros educativos y de trabajo, comunidades locales y pais— y que promueva latomade
decisiones, la aplicacion y laresponsabilidad conjuntas’, es en este proceso de desarrollo sanitario
participativo y participado donde el Desarrollo Comunitario tiene que ser conocido y aplicado por lasy
los profesionales de la enfermeria
