SUMMARY

Esta asignatura obligatoria de 6 créditos impartida en € primer cuadrimestre del tercer curso del grado de
sociologia, forma parte del modulo de Teoria Socioldgica, Estructuray Cambio Social.
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Laasignatura se centra en |os cambios sociales en Espaiia, entre 1970y 2010, y las caracteristicas mas
generales de la estructura espafiola actual. Se abordaran |os procesos de estructuracion y de cambio mas
relevantes de la Espafia contemporanea, su comparacion con otras sociedades de modernidad avanzaday
el contraste con los conceptos, teorias y tendencias que se han visto en las asignaturas de Estructurai
cambio y Estructuray cambio de les sociedades contemporaneas, segundo curso, y/o se estan abordando
en Teoria Sociol6gica Contemporanea, ya en este tercer curso. lgualmente, se considera que se ha
impartido Estructura Politica en Espaiiay la Comunidad V alenciana en segundo curso de grado.

Laasignatura se estructura en seis temas. El primero presenta un cuadro de conjunto de las grandes
tendencias de cambio de la Espafiacontemporénea. En los otros temas se presentay se profundizaen las
dimensiones sociales basicas: |a poblacién espafiola actual; la estructura econdmica, el mercado de
trabagjo, €l modelo productivoy lacrisis; las clases sociales; el bienestar y la desigualdad, y un dltimo
tema dedicado ala politica, muy centrado en los nuevos actores y |a participacion social, y laculturay
las précticas culturales.

En los diversos temas se destacan, en particular, 10s procesos sociales emergentes y 10s nuevos actores de
lavidasocia (mujeres, nuevas clases medias, movimientos sociales, inmigrantes). Por otra parte, se
combina el andlisis de larealidad espafiola con la comparacidn con otras sociedades, particularmente las
europeas, para captar 1o que hay de comun, las grandes tendencias globalizadoras, y |0 que es propio y
especifico del caso espafiol.

Estos contenidos hacen que la asignatura tenga un alto grado de aplicabilidad en relacion con las salidas
profesionales dada su focalizacion sobre las dinamicas de transformacion y cambio de la sociedad
espaniola actual .

- Know the tools needed to create, implement and evaluate public policy programmes and social
intervention projects.

- Know the institutions of the welfare society that contribute to safeguarding social rights.

- Identify and define the characteristics of the social structure and trends most relevant change in
contemporary Spanish society.

- Identify, analyze and compare the major trends of change, common to the advanced European societies
and their specific realization in the Spanish case.

- Analyze, contrast, compare and define phenomena change areality, as the current Spanish, using
empirical data and sociological knowledge (theoretical frameworks, methodol ogy, etc..).

EVALUATION

The result of the evaluation of the final exam come both as exercises and practical activitiesto be
submitted. Active participation in class and reasoned discussion about the contents of the program
throughout the semester was very positively evaluated.

The exam will account for 70% of the final grade and aims to assess the level of systematization of
knowledge, taking into account the capacity of analysis and interpretation about the contents worked on
the subject. 30% of the grade will correspond to practical training activities that will be spread throughout
the semester.

In order to pass the subject, at least 5 must be obtained. In order to make the average between the mark of
the exam and the one of the practical activitiesit is necessary to obtain a minimum of 4.5 at the exam.
The genera criteriafor the evaluation of training activities and the review are: the adequacy of the
EXercises, responses, etc., objectives and questions;. the degree of development of skills related to the
objectives of the course; coherence and clarity of presentation; the analytical depth and originality in
critical reflections exposed; and the appropriate formal presentation.

The students who do not obtain the approval of the course in the first round, the second may be submitted
also following these criteria. For the second call need not be repeated and the practical work carried out
during the semester.
