TEACHING METHODOLOGY

In theor etical lessons, professors will present the most important concepts and content through master
classesin astructured way, in order to help students develop several skills and meet the objectives.
Students’ participation in the class should be encouraged and they will have access to the didactic
material professors may have used through the electronic platform Aula Virtual, if they consider it to be

appropriate.

Practisein the classroom: seminaries. In small groups, professors will present deeply specialised
themes, case studies, management of bibliography, current issues... Team work is encouraged, as well as
oral presentation skills, which could be interpreted as ‘ cooperative learning’.

EVALUATION

The learning assessment will be joint (theoretical-practical), in which the theoretical part represents 50%
of the final grade for the course and the practical part the other 50%. Throughout the course, students will
be continuously evaluated taking into account their participation in the different activities proposed and
the knowledge, skills and abilities related to general competences that they acquire. This continuous
evaluation will be through the realization of previously suggested works and/or tests, that may include
short questions, multiple choice questions and/or problems. Students who do not pass this continuous
assessment may take afinal test of the same type that assesses the aspects mentioned above.

Attendance to practical sessionsis mandatory. Unjustified non-attendance to more than 20% of the
sessions will make it impossible to pass the course.
