SUMMARY

The
objective isto evaluate the level of knowledge, taking into account the ability to distinguish between
different theoretical perspectives, aswell as the ability to analyze and interpret the dimensions of social
reality worked on this subject.

The qualification obtained on this test will represent 60% of the total score.

These activities are designed to allow students to delve into the contents of the subject by analyzing and
interpreting information from different statistical and documentary sources.
