TEACHING METHODOLOGY

In face-to-face classes, teaching will be theoretical and practical, emphasized the continuous evaluation of
the learning through activitiesin class, as demonstrated in the evaluation criteria. In the development of
the sessions are they alternate, therefore, exhibitions of the Professor with different activities which
demand active involvement by the student will serve to develop, Supplement and implement the various
contents of the subject; These activities will be the subject of evaluation.
