- The points obtained from the continuous assessment will not be added to the points obtained in the
exams if the second ones do not reach, at least, a 50 % of the punctuation established for that kind of
assessment, either adding the points obtained in the approved partial exam to the points obtained in the
final exam or taking in account the points obtained in the final exam.

Activities planned as mater of continuous assessment and its evaluation

- In the annex to the academic guide of every group will be determined if the lack or the negative
evaluation of the activities subjected to continuous assessment will be recoverable. That will depend on
the feature of the activity at issue.
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Assessment of theoretical and practical knowledge will be the result of:

- One partial exam, that will take place according to the schedule of exams approved by the Faculty
for the first semester. That exam will be qualifying regarding the contents of the course included in that
exam if the points obtained reach, at least, the 50 % of the points assigned to the partial exam. That
qualifying effect will be valid for both the first and the second call of the final exam.
