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RESUMEN

English Language IV is a compul sory second year (second semester) subject that is part of the module

English Language and Linguistics and the sub-module English Language in the English Studies degree
programme of the Universitat de Valéncia (approved in 2010). It isaso part of the Translation and

Interlinguistic Mediation programme and of the English Studies minor in the Modern Languages and

Literatures, Catalan Language and Literature, Hispanic Studies, and Classics degree programmes. In the

English Studies degree, this subject is related to the series English Language I-VII1 in the aforementioned

module and also to other subjects in the English Linguistics sub-module such as English Phonol ogy, History of the
and Second Language Acquisition.
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The aim of the course is to develop communicative skills in English (listening comprehension and oral
expression, communicative interaction and mediation) up to Level B2+ in multiple contexts.

Also, this module aims to introduce students into the linguistic field of pragmatics and its main tenets. An
overview of the most relevant theories will be offered, from Grice's Cooperative Principle to the most
recent developments on cross-cultural pragmatics. Practical examples and activities will also be provided
so that students can get afeel for the importance of considering language in context, and how the
meaning of utterances may vary depending on context and interaction. At the same time, the course aims
to promote autonomous learning, self-assessment, and remedial work with the lecturer.
