METODOLOGIA DOCENTE

The theoretical and practical contents will be presented in class. Students will have a textbook and course
notes, which shall be deposited in our e-learning platform. Students are expected to read in advance the
material for the unit to be covered in the following class. They should also show that they have
understood all the examples that illustrate each point covered. For the practical activities the teacher will
promote reflection and debate.
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The practical tasks and activities focus on the assessment of classroom work on lexicology, lexicography,
corpus searches, and also on those activities proposed by the teacher in the theoretical sessions throughout
the course. When established by the instructors, after the corresponding theoretical sessions, the students
will upload the practical activities to the e-learning platform.

Students will have to upload to Moodle (tasks) al their work regularly during the course (continuous
assessment) within the time periods established by the instructor. To pass the subject the students need to
get an average of 5 points taking into consideration partsa and b.

» Practical activities and tasks for the continuous assessment (40%) will be obligatorily uploaded via
Moodle. Note that this 40% will also be preserved for the second call.
» The written examination counts up to 60% of the final mark.
