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RESUMEN

This courseis asurvey of American literature from the late 19th century up to the 21st century. Using
Donald E. Pease’ swords, it aimsto study the narratives organized around the Virgin Land to Ground
Zero American governing metaphors, that isto say, the shift in dominant fictions from “a secured
innocent nation to wounded, insecure, emergency state”. As such, it will demonstratethe continuity
throughout the 20th century of all of the issues presented in the previous course and to consider the
various forms they have taken in the genres of poetry, fiction and drama.

We will read and discuss some of the key works (novels, short stories, plays, poems) by afew of the most
important prose writers, poets, and playwrights of the period under consideration. Among the aspects to
be treated are: experimentation in narrative technique, the importance of the autobiography and

the Bildungsroman in the 20th century, The Lost Generation and the death of the American Dream, the
search for meaning in the de-humanized world of the twentieth-first century.
