AVALUACIO

Assessment is made up of two parts:

A) Individual written examination 90%
[B) Portfolio tasks/ active participation in class. 10%
Total 100%

Students will be required to sit awritten exam. To pass the subject students need to get at least 50% in
part A. This assessment breakdown will be applied to both the first and the second call, and the mark for
the 10% of part B will be carried over to the second call.

These activities (part B) can only be done during the course and cannot be handed in for the second call.
The mark for these activities (part B) isonly counted if the student passes part A.
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Assessment Criteria

Students will need to show that they have grasped the theoretical concepts that have been explained in
class and in the reading material provided.

The ability to communicate at the C2 (CEFR level) isrequired to pass the course as awhole. Students
whose communication (written and/or oral) displays errors that are not consistent with the above level
will fail the module regardless of their performance related to the course contents.

Plagiarism will not be tolerated; it is a serious academic offence and any student who is found to have
plagiarised will face serious consequences.
