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RESUMEN

Victorian culture and fiction

This course seeks to familiarize students with the Victorian period, ranging from the late 1830s to the very early 20th century, focusing
specifically on fiction, as the novel was the most popular genre at the time. Students will be guided in the development of critical skills
needed to understand and provide a reasoned response to literary texts in relation to issues such as gender relations, social stratification,
ideological censure or religious ideas. This period will be studied stemming from novels written in those years, although it will also be
approached from a contemporary perspective.

- identify excerpts from literary works in English covered during the course and assess their significance;

- write areview of aliterary work in English, atransation, atheatre production, a film adaptation or an
adaptation to other art forms.

Essay (up to 500 words). (1 point)

template uploaded on Aula Virtual. (2 points)

Class participation and/or optional activities. (1 point)

- A final average mark will only be given if each section (a. and b.) is marked above 2.5 (in a scale from
0.1to5).

- The ability to communicate at the C1 (CEFR level) is required to pass the course as a whole. Students
whose written and/or oral communication display errors that are not consistent with the above level will
fail the module regardless of their performance related to the course contents.
