TEACHING METHODOLOGY

EVALUATION
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1. General organization

The evaluation, both written and oral, includes all the communicative skills (comprehension, expression,
interaction) and grammatical correction that are essential in philology studies. The evaluation of the
French Language 1 subject is adjusted to level B1.1 in al itsoral and written parts. It isdivided into 2
possibleitineraries:

Itinerary A :
with continuous evaluation only or
with continuous evaluation and final exam.

At the beginning of the course, the teacher will communicate to the students the evaluation modality of
itinerary A (continuous evaluation only or continuous evaluation + afinal exam)

Itinerary B:

with final evaluation only (oral exam + written exam)

2. Important points

1. Each French language teacher 1 will establish the evaluation tests according to the group and the grade.

2. Bothinitinerary A and in itinerary B, the teacher will communicate to the students the percentages of
each part of the evaluation on the final grade as well as the compulsory tasks that enter into the
continuous evaluation. He will also indicate the parts of the continuous evaluation that cannot be
recovered in the 2nd call.

3. The student's wish to follow Itinerary B must be clearly communicated at the beginning of the semester
(before October 15) by means of an email addressed to the responsible professor. Y ou will not be able to
change the itinerary throughout the course except in justified cases of force majeure (medical certificate,
employment contract).

4. The evaluation of the continuous work carried out throughout the course, within the framework of face-
to-face and non-face-to-face training activities, will account for at least 25% of the overall grade for the
subject.

5. To pass the course as awhole, it is necessary to achieve at least 50% in al parts of the continuous
assessment and final assessment exams.
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6. Students who do not pass the tests must take the second call, but only for that part or parts that they
have failed in the first call.

7. The notes of the approved parts are saved for the 2nd call. It isimpossible to do part of the evaluations
again both in the first call and in the 2nd.

8.Students who do not attend class or have problems attending must contact the teacher as soon as
possible.
