TEACHING METHODOLOGY

expository method. Practical application of the concepts presented in theory classes and devel opment of
communicative skills through individual or group work.

2. Non-attendance training activities: 60% of the workload (90 hours): study, individual or group work
and exercises, tutorials, preparation of continuous assessment tests, preparation and performance, if
necessary, of final exams.

For the second date of examination, there is no recovery of any evaluable activity, except for the final
written exam and the oral exam.
