TEACHING METHODOLOGY

1. Classroom-based training activities: 40% of the workload (60 hours):

Theoretical-practical classes: presentation of the concepts and analysis procedures associated with
phonetics, phonology, morphology, syntax, lexis and semantics of the language by means of the
expository method. Practical application of the concepts presented in the theoretical classes and
development of communicative skills through individual or group work.

2. Non-face-to-face training activities: 60% of the workload (90 hours):

study, individual or group work and exercises, tutorials, preparation of continuous assessment tests,
preparation and taking of final exams.

IMPORTANT NOTE:Given that the progression of German language learning during the Degree is very
fast, it isessential that the student uses the 90 hours of autonomous work mentioned in the previous point
to reinforce the content taught in class and to consolidate the knowledge acquired. To this end, they can
make use of the many proposals made available by the subject teacher and other methods that they
consider appropriate.

EVALUATION

Two assessment pathways are offered:

OPTION 1

The activities to be assessed during the four-month period consist of the following:
-1lindividual video (5%)

- 1lin-class essay (10%)

- 1 project (group work)(10%)

- Activitiesin classand in the Virtual Classroom (15%)
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Final exams:
- Final written exam (40%)
- Oral exam (20%)

A compulsory reading will be announced at the beginning of the term and will be part of the written
exam.

The final written exam consists of two parts: The first part covers listening comprehension, reading
comprehension, grammar and vocabulary. In this part a minimum mark of 5 out of 10 must be obtained.
If this mark is not obtained, the second part, which consists of awritten production, will not be corrected.

In the second exam session, no evaluable activity can be recovered, except for the final written exam and
the oral exam. In order to take the oral exam, it is necessary to have passed the final written exam with a
minimum mark of 5 out of 10. The oral exam will be recorded.

OPTION 2

The activities to be evaluated during the four-month period consist of the following:
- 1 individual video (5%)
- 1 project (group work) (10%)

Final exams:
- Final written exam (50%)
- Oral exam (35%)

A compulsory reading will be announced at the beginning of the term and will be part of the written
exam.

In the second sitting, no evaluable activity can be recovered, except for the final written exam and the oral
exam. In order to take the oral exam, it is necessary to have passed the final written exam with a
minimum mark of 5 out of 10. The oral exam will be recorded.
