TEACHING METHODOLOGY

Being a subject of a theoretical-practical nature will not establish a strict methodological separation 
between theory and practice, working on the acquisition of grammatical, lexical and cultural competences 
in a contemporary way. 
 
In the classes the foundations of the Italian language will be explained. They will be developed according 
to the interactive / communicative didactic model, encouraging the students' conversation with each other 
and with the teacher, based on specific communication situations. 
 
Different types of exercises and of text will be carried out to consolidate the acquired skills and to deepen 
the assimilation of the grammatical contents. 
 
The linguistic reflection of the students will be strengthened through the continuous contrast between the 
Italian and the mother tongue of the students and the other languages studied in the Faculty of Philology. 
 
Classes will use the texts specified in the basic bibliography, as well as additional material, if necessary. 
 
Compulsory readings help students in the acquisition of vocabulary and the structures and modes of 
expression essential for the mastery of a language, as well as allowing them to approach Italian culture 
and literature. For several years, the compulsory readings are by Italian authors. 
 
New technologies will also be used to promote the learning of the Italian language and for students to 
develop knowledge and skills related to daily life, so that they can take advantage of their resources to 
benefit their learning.
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EVALUATION

The evaluation will consist of several distinct parts: 
To pass the whole course must achieve at least 50% in each part. You can not pass the course made 
exclusively written examination. 
The final exam (individual writing) is carried out through a written test that will consist of the practical 
application of the theoretical contents contextualized in different statements. In any case the evaluation is 
continuing to be a language, so it is also important to work at home. 
Class attendance is necessary and compulsory. If unable to attend the classes properly and mandatorily 
justify and continuous contact with the teachers will be retained. Failure to attend classes, even if they are 
duly justified, does not exempt the development of all work and activities in class, it also should reach 
50% of the mark in each section described below.

TYPE ON FINAL EVALUATION%

a) Individual written exam  50%

b) Active participation, continuous assessment and written/oral activities   30%

c) Control mandatory readings: yoral critical reflection on the literary works of compulsory reading  20%

 
 During the classes, the teachers, besides monitoring the students, will propose work and activities that 
are part of the continuous assessment and, therefore, will be obligatory for the students to carry out. 
In the case of those students who must attend the examinations of 2nd call, they must take into account 
that the same criteria apply as for the 1st call and therefore, they must carry out exactly the same works 
and activities proposed in classes, since they will count of The same way as in the 1st call. Also in 2nd 
call every section must reach a minimum of 5 so that the average grade can be found. 
The control of readings must be made compulsory. In case of not being present to the test of the control 
of readings will not be made final note, considering that the student has a Not Presented as a note. 
For the realization of the Video, it is mandatory to deliver the script written for correction beforehand. In 
the case that some video has been made without the previous correction of the script, it will not count 
towards the final note. Likewise, it is necessary to take into account that for the realization of the video 
this should include: voice of the student or pupil, written text, music and images. In addition, it will be 
compulsory to carry written the name of the subject and the academic course. It is advisable not to record 
the students or students. You can use your own images or use free image banks that are on the internet. 
The same goes for music. 
Plagiarism will be penalized. Each exercise in which plagiarism is verified, even if it is only a plagiarized 
phrase, will get the grade of 0. 
New technologies will also be used to promote the learning of the Italian language and for the students to 
develop knowledge and skills related to daily life, so that they know how to use their resources to benefit 
their learning.
