SUMMARY

The course "Italian Literature and Culture I" is taught in the second quarter of third grade. It isthe first
approach of students to Italian literature.

The subject will be taught in Italian, at all times adapted to the expected level of competence of students
(CEFR level A1-A2 frame to completion of the course).

The program ranges from the origins in the thirteenth to the sixteenth century. During this period, all the
key elements of literary production until the nineteenth century consolidated: aliterary

language spread throughout the peninsula, metrical forms, the system of literary genresin verse

and prose. In thisvery period aso flourished by authors such as Dante, Petrarch, Boccaccio, Machiavelli,
Ariosto and Tasso, which deeply influenced the literary tradition, both within and outside Italy.

Over the course will be offered an approach to literary products of the period conceived to highlight the
multiple relationships between the formation of the literary system and historical and

cultural transformations of the time, especially the rise and spread of Humanism.
