TEACHING METHODOLOGY

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4. Evaluacion

Al ser unaclase de idiomas, la evaluacién se realiza mediante tareas, actividades, etc. En este sentido, los
porcentajes se mantienen, a excepcion de la asistenciay participacion (5%), que pasa ahoraalas
actividades précticasy al trabgo.

- Un 25% através de las practicas (escritas y orales) entregadas a través de la plataforma virtual.

- Un 15% através de un trabajo y exposicion oral (por grupos) de un tema propuesto (creacion de una
franquicia) através de videoconferencia o grabacién en video.

- Un 60% de un cuestionario tedrico-préctico sobre los contenidos vistos en € temario relativo a espafiol
de los negocios.

No obstante |o dicho anteriormente, el alumno también tiene la posibilidad de presentarse, en €l diafijado
para el examen, a una prueba sobre los contenidos del curso con unavalor global sobre 10, en donde se
combinan las cuestiones tedricas (gramaticales y |éxicas) con las practicas (produccién oral/escritay
comprension).
