SUMMARY

Las últimas definiciones de la AAIDD (Asociación Americana de Discapacidad Intelectual y 
Discapacidades del Desarrollo) han introducido nuevos aspectos a considerar en la discapacidad 
intelectual (DI). Estas definiciones ponen el foco en el funcionamiento intelectual y el funcionamiento 
adaptativo en los dominios conceptual, social y práctico, dejando atrás los modelos obsoletos centrados 
únicamente en aspectos cognitivos.

La respuesta educativa debe enfocarse mediante el modelo de apoyos, en los diferentes ámbitos de 
desarrollo humano: habilidades intelectuales, conducta adaptativa, salud, participación y contexto.

Las políticas educativas basadas en la inclusión han permitido que muchas niñas y niños con discapacidad 
hayan conseguido niveles educativos antes impensables, y que se hayan desenrollado nuevos valores 
sociales que, poco a poco, reducen el estigma asociado a esta discapacidad y permiten niveles más 
elevados de inclusión y participación en la sociedad.
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Los docentes especialistas en educación especial juegan un papel clave a esta mejora de los procesos de 
inclusión. Por un lado, son profesionales con conocimientos especializados que planifican y ponen en 
práctica intervenciones directas con los estudiantes con DI en contextos inclusivos. Pero, más allá de 
estas intervenciones directas puntuales, los especialistas de PT lideran los proyectos de inclusión de las 
escuelas para conseguir conjugar los esfuerzos de todo el personal educativo en la identificación y 
eliminación de barreras para la inclusión, y conseguir así entornos donde la escolarización de los 
estudiantes con DI alcance los mayores niveles posibles de participación y aprendizaje.
