SUMMARY

El programa de la asignatura se dirige al conocimiento que debe tener un maestro de Educación Primaria 
especialista en Pedagogía Terapéutica sobre los problemas del lenguaje oral y escrito que se pueden 
presentar en el alumnado del nivel educativo mencionado.

Aborda, en primer lugar, los trastornos del lenguaje oral relacionados con la pronunciación (la dislalia y 
el trastorno fonológico), con la fluidez del habla (la taquilalia y la disfemia) y con el desarrollo del 
lenguaje en sentido amplio (el retraso evolutivo del lenguaje y la disfasia o TEL). En segundo lugar, los 
problemas asociados al aprendizaje de la lectura y la escritura: la disgrafía, la dislexia y la disortografía, 
las dificultades de la expresión escrita y los problemas de comprensión lectora. Se profundiza en la 
comprensión de los diferentes trastornos y de los conocimientos necesarios para atenderlos y conseguir un 
desarrollo positivo.
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De manera conjunta o específica para los diferentes problemas, se estudian las dificultades de relación 
con otras personas y para los aprendizajes que a menudo van asociados, las estrategias y los recursos más 
convenientes para atender los distintos trastornos, las dimensiones necesarias para la detección, la 
evaluación y la elaboración de adaptaciones curriculares e, igualmente, para la necesaria coordinación 
con los otros profesionales implicados y con las familias.
