SUMMARY

La asignatura 'Periodismo para la Igualdad' es una materia optativa del Grado en Periodismo que tiene 
como objetivo principal dotar de herramientas al alumnado de la titulación para la reflexión crítica y la 
producción responsable de contenidos informativos que favorezcan las relaciones de igualdad en una 
sociedad diversa. En este sentido, la asignatura aborda el periodismo como un campo y herramienta de 
producción discursiva capaz de reproducir o transformar las relaciones de poder que se dan en la 
sociedad. 

La asignatura plantea un doble enfoque de trabajo. Por un lado, se propone una aproximación analítica 
crítica al papel del periodismo como agente clave en la representación de determinadas comunidades y 
grupos minoritarios, así como en la construcción de las identidades y de problemas sociales, 
especialmente aquellos que afectan al ámbito de la desigualdad. Por otro, se contempla la capacitación de 
las y los futuros profesionales en competencias relacionadas con el periodismo intercultural y de 
perspectiva de género, con el propósito de ser capaces de desarrollar coberturas comprometidas con la 
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igualdad que permitan deconstruir relatos e imágenes basados en el machismo y el cisheteropatriarcado.
