TEACHING METHODOLOGY

During the course, the students will work on the program, from the theoretical content to practical 
exercises and various tasks that the student must submit in the form and date detailing along the course 
development. To do this, they will use, in each case, all available resources (blackboard, slides, cannon, 
computer, etc.) considered most appropriate to achieve the proper fulfillment of the proposed objectives.  
 
In general, the classes combine lectures and practical problems: On the one hand, the teacher will 
highlight key aspects of each topic and guide the study through the relevant literature, which should be 
inexcusably worked to complete and deepen the matter; on the other hand, practices consist in doing 
empirical exercises, which the student must resolve and discuss. The practical part of the course will be 
developed with spreadsheet, the STATA program and micro simulation techniques.

EVALUATION

In general, the process of competency assessment will be as follows:

1. A written examination, which may comprise both theoretical questions and problems and case studies 
(50% of the final grade). You must overcome the rating of 5 out of 10 on the written test, in order to be 
consider with the rest of the score.

2. An evaluation of practical activities developed by the student, from the preparation of papers / reports / 
evidence and / or oral presentations developed with defence positions. For evaluation of the proposed 
activities and tasks, they must be delivered on the date and manner as prescribed in each case.

3. Continuous assessment based on class attendance and other classroom learning activities and 
participation and involvement in the teaching-learning process.
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4. To pass the subject you must obtain a minimum score of 5 out of 10. Students who fail the course on 
first call, have the option to be evaluated at the second call. In the second call the same evaluation criteria 
and weighting material and form on the first call will be used
